Goals: In English 1102 students will learn to extend the skills of expository writing and critical thinking established in
English 1101; read, appreciate, and interpret fiction, drama, and poetry and write analytically about them; understand
literary principles and use basic terms important to critical writing and reading; and document essays using textual evidence.

Course Requirements: Students will write a minimum of four essays (approximately 1,000- 1,500 words). In addition to
writing papers and doing other, smaller, assignments, all students will create a Final Writing Portfolio. The Portfolio will
include:

- a biography of the portfolio author and, if desired, a picture of the writer or other relevant image;

- an Introductory Reflective Essay that presents a significant "thesis" to be supported by the individual writing exhibits;
- two of the four essays written for the class --revised, edited, and polished as final products for the portfolio;

- one example of writing that demonstrates and discusses the student's revision process;

- one example that demonstrates and discusses the student's contribution to peer review;

- one "wild card" submission chosen by the student.

Grading Policy: The portfolio will count as 30% of the final grade. Papers 1-4 will count for a minimum of 50% of the
final grade. The weight given to individual papers and other assignments will vary according to instructor.

Absence Policy: Because writing skills develop slowly over time, students’ regular attendance is essential in First-year
Composition. As stated in First-year Composition at UGA, on the fifth absence (MWF classes) or the fourth absence (TTH
classes), no matter what the reason, students can expect to be dropped either with a W or a WF before the midpoint of the
semester and with a WF after midpoint.

Late Work & Paper Process

I do not accept late work on small assignments (TEN, Difficulty Papers, Quizzes).

Writing a successful paper requires a great deal of preparation. You will find it impossible to do well in this class if you do
not pay attention to the writing process. As soon as you’ve handed in one paper, you should be thinking about the next.
Writing your papers the night before they are due will result in a most disappointing experience for you; while you may

think that your ideas at 3 a.m. are the fruits of brilliance, I find all too often that they are rotten with imperfections.

All papers must be submitted by the start of class on the day that they are due. There is no excuse for late submission. If you

are having technical difficulties with the <emma>[] program, an email with the paper in the body of the email will suffice.

We will be using an out of class peer review process. Your participation in this process is required. Failure to participate or
to submit your drafts will result in a 20 percentage point deduction from your final paper grade.

We will be doing a lot of work with paper drafts in this class. There is, therefore, no reason for a paper to ever be turned in
late. Late papers will be docked 10 percentage points per calendar day that they are late. That means that once I have
calculated your grade for the paper I will deduct 10 percentage points for each late day. For example:

Chris turns a paper in 4 days after it was due. Chris gets a percentage grade of 86 on the paper--40 points
will then be deducted for a total percentage score of 46. On a paper worth 50 points, Chris will receive 23.

Additionally, you will not pass this class if you fail to turn in a paper, even if you have already failed the paper due to
lateness. It is in your best academic interest, therefore, to turn in all papers and to turn them in on time.

Writing Center (Park Hall 66) and the <emma> Computer Lab (Park Hall 117): All First-year Composition students
are eligible for free tutorial services in the Writing Center. All First-year Composition students are also eligible to use the
<emma> Computer Lab during all open hours.

This paper will require some research. You will select a topic related to one of
the three plays we will be reading this semester. 1250-1500 words.

This paper will revisit Paper 1's themes and serve as the centerpiece for your end
of term portfolio. While this paper will not be formally graded, it is a critical
element in the portfolio, which is worth 30% of your final grade.

Small Assignments:

1. Difficulty Papers: Due Sunday evening over the literature readings for the week (upload <emma> #6, staged by

week number)

2. Triple Entry Notes (TEN): Due daily for reading assignments (upload <emma> #7, staged by class number)

3. Daily Quizzes: Randomly, at the start of class. These are designed to start class discussion and check your
comprehension of the reading assignment. You cannot make up a missed quiz; be on time for class and attend
frequently. Excessive late attendance, which is inherently disrespectful to your classmates and your instructor, will
lose you an easy 50 points on your total grade.

4. Read Aloud: Prepare a 5 minutes selection from a favorite read, which you will read aloud to the class at the
beginning of the class period. Your selection may be a poem (or poems), a passage from a short story or novel, a
speech from a play. You may double up with another classmate to do a 10 minute scene from a play with prior
approval (1 week before reading) of the instructor. We will sign up for these during the first week of classes.
